Switchboard is back in the
Washington Area, with offices at
1724 20th St. NW and 121 S. Asaph
Street in Alexandria, Va,

The main function of the Switch-
board is to provide the community
with information pertaining to the
draft, abortion, and legal counseling
employment opportunities, housing,
and other social services.

The free community has long
been in need of an institution that
informs its members quickly and ef-
fectively by reducing the red tape
and delay involved in commercial
social service agencies. This was the
object of the founders of Switchboard
when it was established in 1968 in
D.C. From the fall of 1969 until
February 1970, the Church of the Pil-
grims in Georgetown housed Switch-
board cffices. After their eviction
in February, Switchboard was forced
to temporarily disband: since May
lst the Washington Area Free Univer-
sity has been providing Switchboard
with money, space, and a good location
on 20th Street.

Switchboard of Alexandria was
set up in April 1970 specifically to
serve the Northern Virginia area.
They operate on a 24-hour basis, but
with a comparably smaller staff.

Recently Switchboard has been
working to expand job opportunities
for local people, to provide an answ-
ering service and message serviee for
runaways, to start a community break-
fast program, and to establish a free
moving serwvice for people moving to
the DC area.

Presently, one of Switchboard's
main concerns is its own financial
perpetuation. Through bake-sales and
perspective fund raising benefits
during the summer. Switchboard is
striving to build a better and more
informed community. If you have extra
bread, problems, or ideas for fund-
raising, call Switchboard at 387-5300.

These attacks were a response to the
disgrace of being the only nation in
OAS in which the conference could be
held, and were a demonstration of
solidarity with the struggling people
yof Latin Amerika.

Wednesday, about 3 a.m. a pipe-
bomb exploded in a chauffers room in
the Inter-Amerikan Defense Board
Building, trashing most of the room.
The I.A.D.B.A is the military arm
of OAS, the tool in which the U.S5.
conducts then justifies, military

oppression in Latin Nations when
the puppat governmant fail to protact
U.5. corporations, as in the Dominican
Republic in 1965.

Thursday again at about 3 a.m.
four molotovo attacks were launched
consecutively against the Embassies
of Argentina, Haiti, Uraguay and the
PDominican Republic.

Haiti is the most repressive
dictatorsaip in Latin America. The
Dominican Republic is ruled by a U.S.
marine-installed puppet: the people
of D.R, prohibited a schedualad OAS
convention from occocuring thersa, caum-
ing it to be moved to the U.5.
Argentina is ruled by an openly facist
military junta, which is facing inecr-
oaping armed resistence from the
pecpla, led by Urban Guerrillas.
Uraguay is the homeé of Los Tupamaros,
the best known and most audacious of
Latin Urban Guerrillas.

OAS cannot meet in the U.5. and
be unattacked. The U.5. people have

In 1776, the North American colonies
issued a Declaration of Independence
and fought a popular war against
British Imperialism Now, almost
years later, the Vietnamese people
and black people within the United
States (exemplified by leading groups
like the Black Panther Party) and
oppressed people throughout the world
are waging wars against United States
imperial ism.

What especially points out the
hypocricy in the United States is the
fact that Ho Chi Min's Constitution
and Declaration of Independence of
1946 is identical to the American
Declaration of Independence of 1776
to justify Vietnamese independence
from French (now American) domination
and occupation. The Black Panther
Party's 10 point program for self-
determination also rallies behind the
Declaration of Independence. Both

While the Vietnamese, black
pecple and all other nationally opp-
ressed people are upholding the prin-
ciples of July 4, the United States
has violated countless laws, including
ites own constitution, in order to
subjugate these pecple. The constit-
ution holds treaties ratified by the
Senate,such as the United Nations
Charter's prohabition against unilat-
eral invasion of other countries, to
be "highest law of the land®, but the
facist ruling cireles have seen fit
Lo marder, napalm and slaughter over
half a million Vietnamese and condemn
the rest to concentration camps,
disease, maiming and starvation.

Not only is there no treaty ohligation
to support the Saigon dictatorship,
but the U.S. signed a statement Bay-
ing that it "would not use Force or
the threat of forece" ko bypass the
