Nearly a decade of saturation bombing, free fire zones, napalm, 

and defoliation is creating a crisis situation in Vietnam, and in all 
of Indochina. Nixon's Vietnamization policy, with its intensified air 
war and massive technological destruction, is not winding down the war; 
it is threatening the very ~ival of the Vietnamese people. Women 
exposed to chemical defoliants are giving birth to monsters, millions 
of people have seen their homes and crops forever destroyed, large 
sections of the land will no longer support life. 

Our actions now can have an important effect in stopping this 
madness. Coordinated militant demonstrations wil 1 be happening in 
May all over the world, even in Vietnam itself, as people increasingly 
act on the urgency of the Vietnam situation. 

On May 3rd and 4th, during the morning rush hour traffic, people 
in Washington are going to the 14th Street brilve, to block with our 
bodies the traffic headed for the White House, the Justice Department, 
the Executive Office Building, the Internal Revenue Service. Groups 
from other regions will focus on other targets in a program of militant 
nonviolent civil disobedience that will attempt to close down the 
governmental agencies of war and repression; and to say to Nixon, to 
America, and to the world, that VIEI'NAM SHALL LIVE! JOIN US! 
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
