Rising/Rehoboth on Saturday October 28. A night stick and handcuffs 
were also prominently in evidence as well. No, it wasn't a promotion for

Designed to nighlight the freedom 
of speech rrotections guaranteed 
by the Bil of Rights, which this 
year celebrates its 200th birthday, 
the observance focused on books 
that have been banned from library 
.shelves in towns and schools across 
the country. 

It was a diverse group of books: 
Little Red Ridin~ Hood, Huckle­
berry Finn, Of Mice and Men and 
GrapesofWrath. TheColorPlnple 
has been attacked because of its 
discreet lesbianism. 

At the observance, officials 
from the ACLU and bookstore 
manager Vicki Morelli took turns 
reading passages from the threat­
ened fiterature. ACLU Board 
member Jim Welch told a local 
nespaper, The Delaware Coast Press, 
thatLamda.Rising was chosen as 
the site of the reading because it 
stands as a prime example of how 
differnt people want to read differ­
ent materials, and how everyone 
should have access to another 
person's written expressions. "We 
need to celebrate tbe diversity• of 
reading materials," he said. 

As if to underline his point, a 
,, lone protestor showed up at the 
event, wearing a pacqard that said 
"ACLU Anti-Christian~ does not 
ban filth, only Christmas and the 
Bible."

·. week, the reading got front page 
coverage in both The Coast Press 
and the (Lewes, DE) Whille, which 
also .ran a J!hoto of the protestor 
and ACLU s Welch.

From that thought has come 
"Second Sunday'', a monthly series 
of readings to be held at the book­
store. 

Inaugurating this . series will 
be David Ber~an, author of the 
new book Gaiety Transfigured, a 
provocative, revealing look at our 
literature and our lives that 
Edmund White has called "the best 
contribution I've read so far to the 
newly emerging field of gay stud­
ies in contemporary literature." 

A wide ranging discussion of 
the way gay men and gay sexuality 
has figured in American literature, 
Bergman'sbookoffersnewwaysof 
looking at past writers, such as 
Herman Melville and Walt 
Whitman, but also focuses a lively 
discussion on very contemporary 
topics such as the rise of an African­
American gay literature and theuse 
ofthefamily in increasing numbers 
of current gay fiction. 

Dr. Bergman is a professor of 
English at Towson State Univer­
sity. His work has appeared in the 
New Republic and The Paris Review. 
He is the recipient of the George 
Elliston Prize for his book of po­
etry, Cracking the Code.

on a pilot for a tv sitcom. 

The quest for spiritual truth is at the heart of Toby Johnson's work. His first two books, The Myth of the 
Great Secret, and In Search of God in the Sexual Underworld, both looked at the intersection of sexuality and 
religious enlightenment. In the mid 80s,Johnson turned to fiction, publishing Plague, a novel about the spiritual 
implications of the AIDS epidemic, in 1987, and the novel Secret Matter, which won the 1990 Lambda Literary 
Award for science fiction. His current novel, Getting Life in Perspective, is a historical romance, in which two 
lovers seek escape from a hostile world in the late nineteenth-century 
utopian community of Perspective, Colorado. A psychotherapist now in 
semiretirement, Johnson is co-owner with his partner Kip Dollar of 
Liberty Books in Austin, Texas. 

The grim realities of gay life and AIDS were the unlikely starting 
point for David Feinberg's comic first novel, Eighty-Sixed, which won 
the 1990 Lambda Literary Gay Men's Fiction Award. The short stories 
collected in Spontaneous Combustion follow B.J. Rosenthal, the hero of 
Eighty-Sixed through a series of misadventures which reach a nadir with 
his diagnosis of AIDS but trace an ascending arc as he becomes an AIDS 
activist, concluding with a final vision of gay life after "the cure." The 
collection takes its title from B.].'s prevailing mental state: "I was worried 
that if I kept up this high level of anxiety, I might spontaneously combust: 
I would walk down the street and suddenly burst into flames, becoming 
the literal embodiment of theJroverbial flaming faggot." Feinberg is 
currently at work on his secon novel. 

Ben Davis was raised in the old-fashioned, blood-bought, sin-killing, devil-defeating, Jesus-lifting, Holy 
Ghost-anointed "clothes-line" religion that pervaded north Texas in the 1950s. In a very funny, and at times 
touching, autobiography,Strange Angel, he tells what it was like to plan to become a Pentacostal preacher, and 
then to realize that he was gay.

$59,999,household income in each 
group mirrored., almost exactly, the 
overall breakdown of one third 
women, two thirds men. Above 
$75,000, the statistics change: 73.7 
percentmeninthe$75,000-$124,999 
bracket;over8Spercent meninthe 
other two high income categories. 
(The absoute numbers in these last 
two brackets weren't large, but now 
we know that at least _two women 
making more than $175,000 a year 
receive the Lambda Rising News, 
along with at least seventeen 
equally well-heeled men.) 

The third significant bit of in­
formation from our survevconcerr.s 
whereyoulive. Overall,40percent 
live in a central city, 30 percent in a 
suburb, 17 percent in a small town 
and 9.5 in the country. Compared 
to the urban markets the Simmons 
study looked at, that's a real cross 
section of the gay community. 

There are all sorts of interest­
ing games we can play comparing 
the statistics for men and women. 
The men in our survery were more 

men to be in a relationship in the 
first place. (For men, the odds of 
being in a relationship were about 
50/50; for women, 3 to 1.) 

Although . both men and 
women inclined to the Democratic 
party (55 percent are Democrats, 20 
percent Independents and 12.4 per­
cent Republicans), gay Republicans 
were almost 4 times more likely to 
be men than women.

We got interesting results 
when we asked about religion and 
spirituality.

(other than not to let our stock of 
lesbian cat books run out)? Most 
important, even with our higher 
proportion of women, our market 
mirrors closely the market the 
Simmons survey discovered: well 
educated (over 60 percent college 
educated,over80percentwithsome 
college training) and well paid (over 
46 percent had a household income 
of $40,000 a year or more).
